The Aberdeen Board of Commissioners met Monday, April 13, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. for
their regular Board Meeting.

Mayor Betsy
Mofield and Mayor Pro-tem Robbie Farrell were absent from the meeting. Others in
attendance were Town Manager Bill Zell, Deputy Planner Patti Jilson, and Town Clerk Regina
Rosy.

1. Call to Order
Presiding Commissioner Walter Wright called the meeting to order.
