ABERDEEN TOWN BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
MINUTES OF WORK SESSION
AUGUST 30, 2007
5:30 P.M.

The Aberdeen Board of Commissioners met Thursday, August 30, 2007 at
5:30 p.m. for their regular Work Session. Members present were Mayor Elizabeth
B. Mofield and Commissioners Robbie Farrell, Arthur Parker, Pat Ann McMurray,
Donna Shannon and Walter Wright. Others in attendance were Town Manager
Bill Zell, Town Clerk Nancy Matthews, Planning Director Kathy Liles, Deputy
Planner Patti Jilson, Attorney Will Weatherspoon representing Park at Clearwater,
Mr. Richard Self of Johnson Controls, Inc. and Tom Embrey, Reporter from the
Pilot Newspaper.

Mayor Mofield called the Work Session to order. She stated there would be
a brief presentation by Johnson Controls, Inc. on the possibility of the Town going
to a computerized Radio-read Water Meter System.

1. Presentation by Johnson Controls, Inc. on a Radio-read Water Meter
System.

Mr. Richard Self of Johnson Controls, Inc. gave a power-point
presentation on automatic reader system for the TOA. The Board
approved a study to see if the water-meter system and electrical usage in all
town building would save the Town enough money over a 15-yr. period to
pay for the automatic system.

A motion was made by Commissioner Wright, seconded by
Commissioner McMurray, to enter into a preliminary study agreement with
Johnson Controls to conduct the analysis for a drive by/fixed-based system.
Motion unanimously carried.

2.  Adoption of six Keyser Street Homes Project/CDBG Project #05-C-1477
policies:
a) Procurement Resolution and Plan.
b)  Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan Resolution.
c) Citizen Participation Plan Resolution.
d)  Disability Non-Discrimination Resolution.
e) Policy and Procedures for Resolution of Complaints Alleging
Disability-Based Discrimination.



f) Policy and Procedures for Determining Undue Financial and
Administrative Burden Related to Responding to Requests for
Accommodation Based on Disability.

Mr. Ray Manieri of All American Associates informed the Board that
the six policies and resolution were required in accordance with N. C.
Department of Community Assistance. He stated the project is moving
along very well and should be completed well ahead of the scheduled time.

Mr. Manieri requested that the Board consider adoption of these six
policies at this meeting in order to have all the records in order for the
upcoming monitoring visit.

A motion was then made by Commissioner Parker, seconded by
Commissioner McMurray, to approve the six Keyser Street Homes Project
#05-C-1477 policies as required by N. C. Department of Community
Assistance. Motion unanimously carried.

Application for Zoning Code Text Amendment ZA#07-07 to add the
following language to Section 155.140: Qutdoor Advertising Signs
(Billboards) to the Town of Aberdeen Zoning Code.

The Town’s new Planning Director, Kathy Liles, briefly spoke stating
that after reviewing the proposed amendment, she felt there needed to be
some minimum standards added and requested that staff be given time to
compile and get further information. She stated this information will be
brought back to the Board for their review at a future Work Session.

Application for General Purpose Amendment GP#07-06 to amend the
Town of Aberdeen Code of Ordinances to include a new Chapter 117:
Sales of Sexually Explicit Materials.

Planning Director Liles informed the Board that this item is scheduled
for a Public Hearing. She requested that the Board also consider adoption of
this item at the September meeting. Agenda item as Public Hearing and
New Business.




Application for General Purpose Amendment GP#07-07 to amend the
Town of Aberdeen Code of Ordinances: Section 10.18 Extraterritorial
Jurisdiction for Enforcement of Certain Ordinances, Sections 153.02,
153.20(H), 153.21, 153.52(A)(B)(1), 153.56 of the Minimum Housing
Code.

Planning Director Liles stated this item was brought before the Board
because the Planning Staff has limited ability for enforcement opportunity to
handle nuisance violations within the ETJ. She stated Staff has examined
the language contained within the Minimum Housing Code of the Town’s
Code of Ordinances and drafted this new language to address the issue of
junk, trash and weeds from properties within the Town’s ETJ. She also
requested that after the Public Hearing, that the Board consider adoption of
this general purpose amendment. Agenda item as Public Hearing and
New Business.

Application for Zoning Code Text Amendment ZA#07-03 submitted by
Planning Staff to add/amend a Section 155.013: Roadside Stands to the
Zoning Ordinance.

Planning Director Liles stated this item had been reviewed in the past
and there was no language to be able to use enforcement. She stated the
Planning Board has reviewed and recommends to the Town Board approval
of ZA#07-03. Agenda item as New Business.

Application for Zoning Code Text Amendment ZA#07-05 submitted by
Park at Clearwater to amend Section 155.043 R-6 Residential District of
the Town of Aberdeen Zoning Code.

Planning Director Liles stated she had reviewed this issue and stated
this text amendment requested by Clearwater Apartments is considered to be
a potential solution a problem which was created by a violation of the
Town’s zoning requirements as well as prior Town approvals. She used
power-point mapping so the Board could get a visual view of exactly the
existing problem. She requested that this amendment be approved as
presented. She stated this will allow the new buyers to exercise due
diligence for compliance with all regulations and allow for land transactions
to move forward. Agenda item as Public Hearing and New Business.

Application for Site Plan Review SP#07-06 submitted by Arthur Parker
for property located on the north side of Sycamore Street
approximately 300 feet north of Maple Avenue.

Deputy Planner Patti Jilson informed the Board that all site plan
requirements have been met. She stated the Planning Board has reviewed
and recommends approval by the Town Board. Agenda item as New
Business.

Application for Site Plan Review SP#07-07 submitted by Robert
Carrington for property located at 416 Sycamore Street for
retail/storage/warehouse use.

Deputy Planner Jilson stated that Mr. Carrington proposed to build a
storage warehouse which is a permitted use in the B-1 Central Business
District. She stated that sixty (60%) of front facade and twenty-five (25%)
of the side facade will consist of a stucco finish. She also stated all other
landscaping and site plan requirements have been met. She stated the
Planning Board has reviewed and recommend approval to the Town Board.
Agenda item as New Business.

Petition received for voluntary contiguous annexation for 2.33 acres
located along the north side of NC Hwy. 5 submitted by Harris Blake.

Item will be on the September agenda for acceptance of the petition,
several resolutions and to set a Public Hearing date for the October Board
meeting. Agenda item as New Business.

Petition received for voluntary contiguous annexation of Lots 36 and 37
of Hidden Valley Estates on Magnolia Road as requested by Henry J.
Watson and Jerry J. Lilly.

Item will be on the September agenda for acceptance of the petition,
several resolutions and to set a Public Hearing date for the October Board
meeting. Agenda item as New Business.

He
suggested the Board meet with the Chamber one hour before the September
Work Session.

b)  Manager Zell informed the Board of items that needed to be declared
surplus. He stated the Fire Department has a 1974 Ford Pumper Truck to
declare surplus. He also informed the Board he had received a letter from
the Dillon and Latta Fire Departments stating they were in need of another
pumper truck and requested any help on obtaining this truck.



After some discussion, the consensus of the Board was to donate the
pumper truck to the Latta Fire Department. A resolution will be included on
the September agenda to declare all other items surplus. Agenda item as
New Business.

c) Manager Zell asked if any Board members would be interested in
attending a Railroad Transportation Hall of Fame Induction on Tuesday,

October 23" to be held in Spencer, N. C. He stated the tickets would be $30
per person to include lunch.

d) Commissioner Wright spoke briefly pertaining to the financial status
and urgent repairs needed to the Malcolm Blue Farm. He asked that the
Board make some type of decision in helping in these needs.
